Is It True That "Salvation Cannot Be Lost"?
The program that precedes this one on Family Talk Channel 131 is called "20 Minute Bible Studies," and is done by Andy Balogh and Jordan Pine.  I am sure Andy and Jordan are nice enough guys, but they teach a false doctrine, that "salvation cannot be lost," sometimes termed Once Saved Always Saved, or a Christian cannot fall from grace.  To make sure I represent them correctly I pulled this exact quote from the "What We Believe" section of their website motk.org.  They say there and I quote - "Salvation cannot be lost."

But what do the following Bible passages clearly teach? ...

Galatians 5:4 "Ye are severed from Christ, ye who would be justified by the law; ye are fallen away from grace." (ASV)
Heb 3:12 "Take heed, brethren (holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, v.1), lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief, in departing from the living God"

James 5:19-20 "Brethren, if any of you do err from the truth, and one convert him; Let him know, that he which converteth the sinner from the error of his way shall save a soul from death, and shall hide a multitude of sins."

II Pet 2:20-22 "For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning.  For it had been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than, after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered unto them.  But it is happened unto them according to the true proverb, The dog is turned to his own vomit again; and the sow that was washed to her wallowing in the mire."

I Cor 9:27 "But I keep under my body, and bring it into subjection: lest that by any means, when I have preached to others, I myself should be a castaway."
I Tim 5:12 "Having [condemnation], because they have cast off their first faith."
II Chronicles 15:2 “if ye seek him, he will be found of you; but if ye forsake him, he will forsake you” 

I think the “once saved always saved” doctrine is a good example of “wishful thinking” - teaching what they want to be true instead of what is true.

Baptist preacher Vernon Barr said “Baptists teach that a child of God can do anything he wants to and go to heaven anyhow.”  How are many of his listeners likely to live?

Consider two more passages that teach that we have to "Trust And Obey" (as the famous hymn says) to be pleasing to God; it is not enough just to "accept Christ as your personal saviour" ...

Heb 5:9 "And being made perfect, he (talking about Jesus) became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him;"  Faith alone is not enough; continued obedience is required by this verse in order to receive eternal salvation.
Matt 7:21 "Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven."  It is not enough just to believe in the Lord; we must also continue to do God’s will in order to go to heaven.
