What Would Jesus Do?

Remember WWJD from a few years back? – What would Jesus Do?

I always thought that was a great question.  Whenever we are faced with temptation, or a life decision, or decisions we make on a daily basis, we should ask ourselves - what would Jesus do if he were in the same situation?  This concept is taught by Gal 2:20 - I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.
In effect we are to pretend we’ve let Jesus take control of our bodies and we ask - “What Would Jesus Do?” if He were in our shoes.  I Pet 2:21 reads For to this you have been called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example, so that you might follow in his steps.  If Christ is our example, if we should try to follow his steps, then certainly we should try our very best to do what He would do if he were faced with the same scenario.
Examples:

· Would you feel embarrassed if Jesus were sitting in the same room with you while you watch some of the TV shows you watch?  Well we need to realize that God is there; He sees everything we do.  Reckon Jesus would watch TV shows that are filled with sexual scenes or sexual jokes?  Gal 5:19 covers all this when it condemns “lasciviousness.”

· In a related matter, if Jesus were a young lady, do you think he would go the beach dressed in a bikini which are designed specifically to be sexy and cause men to lust?

· I Tim 2:9 In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with shamefacedness and sobriety …
· Matt 5:28 But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.
· Would Jesus use cuss words?  A lot of those who claim to be believers do.
· Eph 4:29 Let no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that which is good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto the hearers.
· Col 3:8 But now ye also put off all these; anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy communication out of your mouth.
· Would Jesus attend every church service, or put other things before God?

· Heb 10:25 Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.
· Suppose Jesus were a big Alabama football fan like me.  If there was a Bama game on TV during church services, where do you think Jesus would be?
· Would Jesus pay His debts, or would He take bankruptcy to get out of them?
· Romans 13:6-8 For for this cause pay ye tribute also: for they are God's ministers, attending continually upon this very thing.  Render therefore to all their dues: tribute to whom tribute is due; custom to whom custom; fear to whom fear; honour to whom honour.  Owe no man any thing, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.

· Psalms 37:21 The wicked borroweth, and payeth not again: but the righteous sheweth mercy, and giveth.

· Just because the government says it’s ok to steal, that doesn't make it right does it?

· Would Jesus swear (like in court)?
· Matthew 5:33-34 Again, ye have heard that it hath been said by them of old time, Thou shalt not forswear thyself, but shalt perform unto the Lord thine oaths: But I say unto you, Swear not at all …
· If this doesn't say that all swearing is wrong, then what would God have to say?

· James 5:12 But above all things, my brethren, swear not, neither by heaven, neither by the earth, neither by any other oath: but let your yea be yea; and your nay, nay; lest ye fall into condemnation.
· Would Jesus study his Bible regularly, so He would know how to please His father?

· II Tim 2:15 Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.
· Would Jesus be satisfied with false teaching going on?

· Matt 15:14 Let them alone: they be blind leaders of the blind. And if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into the ditch.
· Would Jesus work hard at his job, or sluff off?

· Col 3:22-23 Servants, obey in all things your masters according to the flesh; not with eye service, as men pleasers; but in singleness of heart, fearing God; And whatsoever ye do, do it heartily, as to the Lord, and not unto men;
I Cor 11:1 Be imitators of me, as I am of Christ (ESV) - we are to imitate Christ.  Then (and only then) does He lives in (thru) us
