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The Lamb Of God

John 1:29 Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world
· How is Jesus the “Lamb of God”?

Old Testament lamb:

Exodus 12:3,5-7,12-14 they shall take to them every man a lamb … without blemish
Jesus is the New Testament lamb (sacrifice):

I Corinthians 5:7b For even Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us - reference to Passover of Exodus 12 – Jesus is our Passover in the sense that God (because of the blood of Christ) passes over us when it comes time to punish for sins
Isaiah 53:5-7 the Lord hath laid on him the iniquity of us all … he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter … he openeth not his mouth - on Jesus are placed all the sins of the whole world for all time; why didn’t Jesus argue his case?
Matthew 20:28 the Son of man came … to give his life a ransom for many - kidnappers are paid ransom to get someone back
Matthew 26:28 this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins - pays for the remission of our sins  (Hebrews 9:22 without the shedding of blood is no remission)
Romans 3:23-26 through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:  Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood - propitiation = “by which it becomes consistent with his character … to pardon … the sinner” (Easton’s Bible Dictionary) – how do we see that definition in the passage itself?
II Corinthians 5:21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin – irony = the one without any sin was punished for the sins of everyone else - he was the only one qualified; a low man on the Mob/Mafia totem pole is made dirty (takes the fall/punishment) for a higher up member
Col 1:20-21 now hath he reconciled in the body of his flesh through death - two friends who get mad at each other need reconciliation; who caused the breach in friendship?
Heb 13:12 Jesus … that he might sanctify the people with his own blood, suffered without the gate - he cleaned us of our sin, but it is up to us to live a clean life I Pet 1:16
I Peter 1:18-19 redeemed … with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot - like when you redeem something back at the pawn shop - the OT lamb being without blemish was also part of the type
Revelation 14:4 Jesus is called the Lamb, resulting in redemption – we must follow Him
Genesis 22:6-13, 8 God will provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering
