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Matters That Matter
The Bible teaches it matters what we believe, teach, and practice:
· Matt 15:14 Let them alone: they be blind leaders of the blind. And if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into the ditch.
· Matt 15:9 But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.
· II John 9 Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son.
Some examples of Matters That Matter:
· Mark 16:16, Acts 2:38, 22:16, I Pet 3:21 baptism required to be saved
· II Pet 2:20-22, I Cor 6:9-10 Christians must live faithfully to be saved
· Matt 19:9, Rom 7:2-3 divorce and remarriage shouldn’t be allowed
· II Thess 3:6,14-15, I Cor 5:11 such adulterers, any Christian who lives ungodly - should be withdrawn from
· I Cor 14:34-35, I Tim 2:11-12 women preachers are unscriptural
· I Tim 2:9-10 modest dress is required at all times
Notice Adam & Eve put on “aprons” (Genesis 3:7), which would have covered the loin area, but still considered themselves naked (3:10).  Evidently God agreed as he made them “tunics” (NKJV) to cloth them (3:21).  “Tunic” (according to dictionary.com) means “a gown like outer garment, with or without sleeves and sometimes belted, worn by the ancient Greeks & Romans.”
· Acts 20:7 Lord's Supper every first day of the week
John 8:31-32 only the truth will set us free from sin; religious error leads to one being lost
