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Obedience
Does Obedience Have Anything To Do With Salvation?
Rev 19:16 calls Jesus the “King of Kings, and Lord of Lords.”  A common idea seems to be that as long as a person believes in Jesus, it doesn’t really matter so much if they actually live in obedience to Jesus.  But there’s a big difference in just believing a King exists and diligently serving that King.  Didn’t the 13 colonies believe the King of England existed in 1776?  But did they want to serve him?  John 12:26 “If any man serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will my Father honour.”
Matthew 7:21 "he that doeth the will of my Father ... shall enter into ... heaven"

Hebrews 5:9 "the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him"

James 2:24 "by works a man is justified, and not by faith only"

I Peter 1:22 "ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth"

Revelation 22:14 “Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city”

II Thessalonians 1:8-9 "them that ... obey not the gospel ... shall be punished"

II Corinthians 5:10 "every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad"

Luke 6:46 "why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?"

John 14:15 “If you love me, you will keep my commandments” (NASB, ESV)
John 15:14 “Ye are my friends, if ye do whatsoever I command you”

Gal 5:6 “neither circumcision availeth anything, nor uncircumcision; but faith which worketh by love”
I Pet 1:17 “… call on the Father, who without respect of persons judgeth according to every man’s work”

Revelation 20:11-15 "they were judged every man according to their works"

Philippians 2:12 "work out your own salvation with fear and trembling" (as in “work out” a strategy for the game)

Rom 2:6-10 “will render to every man according to his deeds … them that  … do not obey the truth … indignation & wrath, tribulation & anguish, upon every soul of man that doeth evil … but glory, honour, and peace, to every man that worketh good”

Acts 10:34-35 "he that ... worketh righteousness, is accepted with Him"

I John 2:17 "he that doeth the will of God abideth for ever"
I John 3:7 “… he that doeth righteousness is righteous …”
Luke 11:28 "blessed are they that hear the word of God, and keep it"

John 12:42-43 belief by itself is not enough

John 14:21 “He that hath my commandments, & keepeth them, he it is that loveth me:  & he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father”

John 15:10 “If ye keep my commandments, ye shall abide in my love …”

John 8:51 “If a man keep my saying, he shall never see death”

Ecclesiastes 12:13 "Fear God, and keep his commandments:  for this is the whole duty of man"

Daniel 9:4 “O Lord, the great and dreadful God, keeping the covenant and mercy to them that love him, and to them that keep his commandments”
I Kings 9:4 “And if thou wilt walk before me ... in integrity of heart, and in uprightness, to do according to all that I have commanded thee, and wilt keep my statutes and my judgments”
