Introduction

Oral and written debates have contributed to the development and refinement of important ideas throughout human history. In the realm of politics and government, debates continue to provide a means of presenting and contrasting conflicting views. Although debating religious issues is far less common than it was a century ago, interest in religious debates seems to have increased somewhat in recent years despite the aversion of most denominational preachers to participation in them. An extensive discussion of the history of religious debating will be provided in Volume 6 of this series.

This writer has collected the data in volumes 1-4 of The Encyclopedia of Religious Debates over a period of more than 50 years from countless books, periodicals, letters, announcements, websites, emails, and personal conversations. Since incorporating a reference citation for every piece of data in these volumes would have been impracticable and at least doubled the size of this publication, detailed citations have been omitted. Although such citations might have proved useful to a few researchers, their inclusion would have served little purpose for the vast majority of individuals who peruse these volumes. However, I have deemed it worthwhile to incorporate a detailed list of references in Volume 4. Furthermore, hundreds of references to biographical material on the debaters and debated-related publications can be found throughout the listings. 

The basic format for each entry in these listings is as follows:

Debater's Name [Church or Group]

Date of birth (Location) - Date of death (Location) 

Related publications and/or comments 

Name of opponent (Church or Group); location; date; subject discussed; number of sessions; attendance; w/ co-participant, if any; remarks. Propositions. Publication data. [Research data] 

In many cases, much of this information on particular debates is not currently available or has not yet been located. The "Group" cited is a term which is often used or which most clearly specifies the group that the person represented. It is not necessarily an official or exclusive designation.

Debates that were not strictly "religious" debates have been included in the listings if they involved topics that were related to Bible teaching. For example, debates on creation/evolution are included even if they were "scientific" rather than "religious" debates.

Your contributions are welcomed! If you have participated in a formal oral or written debate/discussion/exchange, check your listing for accuracy and completeness. I need your biographical data (full name, birth date, birthplace, and photograph) and data concerning each of your formal debates. If you have knowledge about other debates or debaters, check to see if the data is included. Please e-mail me any information you have that would add to or correct what is already listed. If you have any photographs of debaters or photographs that are debate-related, I would appreciate your sharing them with me for possible inclusion. I first met the Headricks while I was in high school. However, I came to know them very well beginning in August 1966 when I enrolled as a freshman at The University of Alabama in Tuscaloosa. Brother Headrick was working as evangelist with the Oakdale congregation and completing graduate study toward a Doctor of Education degree at the University. He and sister Headrick were humble and dedicated Christians who served as models of godly living in the midst of an “untoward generation.” For many young disciples, the Headrick’s sound teaching, counsel, hospitality, and encouragement provided spiritual and moral support in an environment often not conducive to one’s being a faithful follower of the Lord. 


Although brother Headrick did not have occasion to participate in formal religious debates during his career as a preacher of the gospel, he faithfully, consistently, and earnestly “contended for the faith” in local preaching, radio work, gospel meetings, writing, and personal work. Furthermore, he did much to motivate, assist, and encourage me to begin debating Biblical issues. As a part of the “college students’ class” at Oakdale, brother Headrick occasionally incorporated mock debates as a means of studying controversial issues. I participated in two such debates on “instrumental music in worship” and “church contributions to benevolent institutions.” These experiences provided a foundation for my subsequent efforts as a defender of the gospel in formal debates.


I was blessed on numerous occasions since those college days to visit with brother and sister Headrick, hear him preach in person and on the radio, discuss Bible subjects with him, and seek his counsel. He was always a source of wisdom and sound judgment. After brother Headrick’s death in 1998, I learned from sister Headrick that he had left many of the debate books from his library to me. I treasure these books as frequent reminders of two of God’s most wonderful servants. The dedication of this volume to them is a small acknowledgement of my profound gratitude and respect.
