Ezekiel 18

1-4 correcting a false proverb; the truth is “the soul that sinneth, it shall die”
5-9 the righteous man (lives righteously and has been forgiven [21-23]) shall live (spiritually)
10-13 the wicked son will die (spiritually); it doesn’t help that his father was righteous
14-18 if the grandson is righteous, he will live; it doesn’t hurt him that his father was wicked
19-20 everybody is judged based upon what they did, not what their ancestors or descendants did - Catholicism and Calvinism are wrong about this point
21-23 if the wicked will repent/turn (“from all his sins”), he will be forgiven
24 just the opposite - if the righteous turns to wickedness, he will lose his salvation
25-29 this is God’s way and is completely “fair” (NKJV)
30-32 we will be judged (OT for them, NT for us) based upon these principles, so repent to be forgiven
